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  Rules for Software development contest 
· The project can be either a system software or an application software 

· The summary of the project covering introduction, rationale objectives, hardware and software requirements alongwith the instructions for installation and execution of the software should be mailed to the coordinator alongwith the registration form.
· The project will be scrutinized first for eligibility. Selected team will be informed by mail to the head of the institute till August 30, 2011.
· Registration fee will not be refunded in-case teams are not selected.
· Short listed team will be called for presentation on September 24, 2011.
· Each team is required to make presentation for 15 minutes covering introduction and live demonstration of the project followed by the open house interaction.

· Each team should preferably bring their own laptop for the presentation. 

· The number of students in each team should not exceed four. 

· The decision of the judges will be final.
Rules for Software Quiz Contest 
· This contest is purely based on Software Skills.
· There will be three rounds in the contest :

Round One: Objective questions based on software knowledge.
Round Two: Subjective question based on programming skills.

Final Challenge: This round is surprise for the participant; details will be disclosed on the final day.
· Only two members are allowed in a team.

· The contest is open for students of the professional program like MCA, MBA, BCA, BBA, BE or equivalent. 

· The registration fee for software development contest is Rs.600 per team (nonrefundable) and registration fee for software quiz contest is Rs.300 per team (nonrefundable) should be sent by demand draft in favour of Prestige Institute of Management and Research payable at Indore.
